Requirements for Using the Swimming Pool

Camp Wetaskiwin – Scouts Canada

The Pool at Camp Wetaskiwin, a facility owned by Scouts Canada, is operated as a class B pool this year (2009), which means that it is unsupervised with no lifeguards provided. Groups must therefore supply their own lifeguards as noted below. 
 

Below are listed the important requirements needed to operate the pool as a class B pool or a class A pool in order to allow small and large groups to access the pool during their stay. It is the responsibility of the adult users/leaders to read and understand these requirements. 
Don and Patti Thompson, our pool operators and Camp Rangers, are aware of and enforce the rules. The pool itself is always maintained in a safe and sanitary condition, ready for use, with daily/weekly testing, and cleaning. The pool is inspected by the Niagara Region Public Health before opening to the public, and periodically during the summer. All safety equipment, testing records, Incident reports, emergency procedures, emergency phone, etc are available in the pool enclosure. 
 

Regulations for use of the pool (note: the number of people listed refers to all persons within the pool enclosure/fenced area including youths and adults whether swimming or not):
· The regulations state that for a class B pool (unsupervised) no one under 12 years of age is allowed within the pool enclosure unless accompanied by a parent or his/her agent who is not less that 16 years of age. Also the number of bathers in the pool and on the deck shall not exceed 10 (i.e. inside the fenced enclosure). When operated as an unsupervised pool (i.e. a Class B pool), the lifeguard may be replaced by one or more persons, over sixteen years of age, who has satisfied the pool operator (camp Ranger/Camp Chief) that he/she is a competent swimmer, is trained in the emergency procedures of the pool and is a holder of a current (3 year old) first aid certificate i.e St. John's Ambulance, Canadian Red Cross, Royal Life Saving, Canadian Ski Patrol etc.
 

· If a larger group uses the pool it is then operated as a class A pool. In this case certified lifeguards are required  and the numbers are as follows:
 

0 to 30 bathers - 1  lifeguard
31 to 100 bathers - 2 lifeguards
 

Note lifeguards must have a current National Lifeguards Services Lifeguard certificate (or certified copies) with them while on duty. Certificates must be dated within the last two years. 

Please remember that safety is our first priority and the regulations are meant to ensure there are no incidents in the pool area. If there are any questions or concerns or if users fail to abide by these regulations, the Camp Rangers will make the final determination as to usage and if necessary prohibit use.
